Overdue Accounts i If no contact is made to the school and your fees remain unpaid, the school reserves
the right to pass overdue accounts to Central Debt Collection every year.

School Card

processed applications automatically come through to the school. You will be notified by mail from
Schoolcard on your outcome, if you are successful there is nothing further you need to do. If you are
asked for more information, please do so in a timely manner or you risk your application being rejected.

He applied for a scholarship to study
in Australia. Abbas had to wait for 4 whole years for a visa before being able to come. He came to
Australia not knowing how to speak English, which was extremely tough. Abbas started University in
Australia and met amazing new people. Tragically, while he was here an armed group took over half of
Irag, making it dangerous for him to go back. He sought and received
protection in Australia, where he now works with the Red Cross.
